Kondinin Police had been busy during February executing a number of 
drug search warrants with assistance from; Corrigin, Kulin and Brookton 
Police. 
 
As a result of those warrants, five adults were charged with a total of 10 
offences including possessing methylamphetamine with intent to sell or 
supply. During the search more than 4 grams of methamphetamine, 
$2070 cash along with quantities of cannabis and other drug  
paraphernalia were seized. Local police will continue to target persons 
suspected of dealing drugs in our community.

Road, Kondinin that occurred last week. During that theft 180 white 
Dorper sheep were stolen.
