SUMMARY / COMMENT:

Consideration is now required by Council regarding capital expenditure items/projects for inclusion into the
2021/22 budget. We endeavour to have the new financial year’s budget under consideration from April each
year with a draft budget presented to the June meeting of Council and budget adoption at the July Council
meeting. Under the Local Government Act 1995, local governments are required to adopt the budget by no later
than 31 August. Adopting the budget in July allows administration to achieve rate assessments being completed
early which in turn sustain Council’s cash flow requirements.

A preliminary administration budget meeting has identified the following capital expenditure projects for
possible inclusion into the 2021/22 budget. Funding sources have also been identified such as grants, trade-in
value of assets for replacement and to draw-out some of the reserve funds to achieve a balanced budget.

SUMMARY:

Council is requested to endorse the proposed 2021/2022 Differential Rates & the Differential Rates — Objects &
Reasons.

Having reviewed expenditure requirements and taking into consideration the efficiency measures during budget
deliberations (Long term financial review), we are confident that the proposed rates are required to meet the
budget deficiency for 2021/2022.

COMMENT:

In consultation with the Shires Strategic, Corporate and Long Term Financial Plans and considering the proposed
projects to be undertaken in the 2021/2022 financial year, | am proposing an average of 0.27% increase in the
rate in the dollar across all rating categories. This rate in the dollar increase will produce an overall average
increase of rates revenue from last year of 2.94%. The rural valuations increased an average 5.63% so we were
able to decrease the rate in dollar to reflect a modest 3.5% revenue increase from the rural sector. Valuations
across the other categories were slightly increased allowing for minimal rate in the dollar increases.

The proposed Differential Rate for 2021/2022 in each rating category are as follows
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Land Category Rate —centsin the S Minimum Payment

GRV - Town Sites: 12.3795 $450
GRYV - Mining: 24.7500 $450
UV - Mining: 29.8485 $450
UV - Rural: 1.5420 $450

Under Section 6.33 (3) of the Local Government Act 1995, a Local Government is not without the approval of
the Minister, to impose a differential general rate which is more than twice the lowest differential general rate
imposed by it. The rating category UV Mining is so affected.

Accordingly, Ministerial approval is required and the proposal to impose this rate must be advertised for a period
of not less than 21 days with any submissions received subsequently being presented to Council for
consideration.
